Horse Association (AQHA). Youth exhibitors must be 18 years of age or under as of January 1, 2008 and present
a Novice Youth membership card at the Horse Show Office at time of entry.

Membership renewals and/or AQHA Novice
applications may be purchased at time of entry from the show secretary.

Ownership/Registration: Horses entered into AQHA classes must be registered with the American Quarter
Horse Association.
